Each year Oregon's underground utility infrastructure is jeopardized by unintentional 
damage by those who fail to call 811 to have underground lines located prior to digging; and 

The Oregon Utility Notification Center promotes the national one-call Call-Before-You-Dig 
811 number that notifies utility companies of intent to dig; and 

Failure to locate underground utilities before digging results in potential undesired 
consequences such as service interruption, damage to the environment, personal injury, and 
even death; and 

Through education of safe digging practices, professional excavators and homeowners can 
save time and money, as well as help to keep our state safe and connected by making a 
simple call to 811 in advance of any digging project, waiting the required time for lines to be 
located, and digging with care around the marked lines; and 

All parties agree that safe digging is a shared responsibility.
